     All students are required and expected to complete current events homework every Tuesday and every Thursday. The directions are as follows:
1- Read or watch a news story on a newsworthy topic that catches the student’s interest. There are current event sites for kids available online which would assist with any reading issues. Just google “current events for kids”.
2- The student is to write (or type) and answer the who/what/where/when/why of the story and then write 4-5 sentences based on that information along with a sentence which includes their own feelings on the reading/event.
